Specific source work exercises can be formally added to the scheme as and when they are developed. It is hoped that all GCSE teachers will contribute some exercises. TWH will lead a session on developing effective source based exercises in a future meeting, based on criteria set down by Chris Culpin and the SHP team at TASC. However where possible source work skills should be used in day to day teaching, getting students used to the sorts of questions/skills they need eg how useful is this source, how truthful is it, which source is the most reliable etc.
