Teacher Objective: Consolidate learning of this topic, and prepare students for re-take of NOTLK exam question

Starter:    Cartoon on show on screen. Students to write down what they see in the picture, and what they think it all means.
Q/A on what they perceive to be happening.
Introduction:
Powerpoint on the NOTLK. Students to make notes as they go through the slides. Key figures, quotes, ideas.
Development:
Back to the cartoon – answer comprehension questions which will aid analysis of the events and their interpretation by the cartoonist.
Recap on the previous attempt at the exam question, reinforce what they need to do to access the higher levels, using wall display
Plenary/Questions:
Was Hitler right to do this? What may have happened had he not? Would he have remained in power?
